KAWS Activity Request

Instructions

This form was developed to provide a simple, yet somewhat complete outline for activities submitted to the Kansas Alliance for Wetlands and Streams (KAWS).  The Chapter and KAWS do not fund necessarily activities, but try to match activities with identified funding sources or sources of technical help.  You may need to fill out an application for funding or technical sources once potential matches have identified.  You may use this form or provide the information requested on the form using your own write up in print or electronically. 

(Date) Provide the date of application for Chapter assistance.

(Activity sponsors) List the individuals, groups, or agencies sponsoring the activity.

(Activity Contacts) Provide any points of contact for those helping to complete the activity.

(Activity Description) Provide an overview of the activity describing the components or actions to be completed.  If the activity consists of several stages or events, provide the incremental costs for each.

(Timeline) Provide your best estimates of the start up and completion dates.

(Activity Costs) Describe the costs associated with completing the activity, again referring to components, stages or events.

(Desired Outcomes) Upon completing the activity identify and describe the benefits that will be derived.  Identify your measures of success as quantitatively and qualitatively as possible.  Include your thoughts on changes in behavior that may result within your targeted audiences.  

(Partners/Other Funding Sources) Identify all partners on the project – monetary and other.  Those monetary partners should be identified as federal or non-federal match money as most federal funding programs require a percentage of non-federal match (either cash or in-kind).

(Requested Assistance) List the total amount of financial help you are seeking.  For technical help, list whether you are seeking particular expertise, perhaps a professional coalition (several contributing professionals), specialized training, or other help.

(Sharing Successes) Indicate your willingness to share information on the project.  This might include from planning or start-up through completion and even into follow up.  

(Other Information)  Provide any other pertinent information that may help the review group better understand the scope and needs of your activity.
