KAWS Wetland or Riparian Area Project Proposal Form

Instructions


This form was developed to provide a simple, yet somewhat complete (conceptual or pre-plan) outline for projects (Livestock Water Supply LWS, Riparian Fencing RF, and Riparian Improvement and Restoration RIR) submitted to the State Conservation Commission and/or the Kansas Alliance for Wetlands and Streams (KAWS). You may use this form or provide the information requested on the form using your own write up in print or electronically. An email version is preferred.
(Date) Provide the date of application for Chapter assistance

(Project sponsor) List the individual, group, or agency sponsoring the project.

(Contact person and phone number) Provide the name and phone number for person to be contacted for questions regarding the project.

(Legal Description) Provide a written legal description to the nearest quarter section and include a photocopy of a USGS quadrangle map showing the project site.  Note under Other Information section that you may include plan drawings, maps, and other illustrations better identifying the project location. 

(Ownership) Provide the land ownership information.  Distinguish between multiple owners and whether the land is privately or publicly owned.

(Project Description and Location) Provide an overview of the project in terms of earthwork, structures, vegetation, and other enhancements. If the project is to be completed in stages (phases) list them as such and provide the incremental costs for each stage. Provide the number of acres of area to be impacted or in the case of stream stabilization, list the length of feet of stream to be stabilized. Also list county, driving directions from the nearest city and Hydrological Unit Code (HUC) 14 the project is located in.

(Priority Area)  Identify if the project is located in a high priority TMDL or Biological Area. Also list the watershed the project is located in and if it is above a Public Water Supply or not. Priority areas can be found on a map on the KAWS website at www.kaws.org
(Timeline) Provide your best estimates of the start up and completion dates.

(Project Costs) Describe the costs associated with completing the project, again referring to earthwork, structures, vegetation, and other enhancements.

(Desired Outcomes) Upon completion and full function identify the benefits that will be derived.  Identify your measures of success as quantitatively and qualitatively as possible.  Identify whether the project will serve as a demonstration or model for others to learn from.  

(Partners/Other Funding Sources) Identify all partners on the project – monetary and other.  Those monetary partners should be identified as federal or non-federal match money as most federal projects require a percentage of non-federal match (either cash or in-kind).

(Requested Assistance) List the total amount of financial help you are seeking.  For technical help, list whether you are seeking particular expertise, perhaps a professional coalition (several contributing professionals), specialized training, or other help.

(Sharing Successes) Indicate your willingness to share information on the project.  This might include from planning or start-up through completion and even into operation and maintenance.  

(Other Information)  Provide any other pertinent information that may help the review group better understand the scope and needs of your project.

(Conservation District Review) – All projects must be reviewed and signed by the Conservation District in the county where it is located. The signature will imply that the project is approved by the Conservation District. Those not approved by the Conservation District, will not be considered for funding.
